Première Urgence – Aide Médicale Internationale (PU-AMI) is an international NGO aimed to provide assistance to people suffering from consequences of conflicts, natural disasters PU-AMI’s mandate is to answer the fundamental needs of the population affected by conflicts, natural disasters or economic crisis: food, water, health, home and livelihood. PU-AMI’s strategy is to develop an integrated approach of crisis management based on our technical, medical and non-medical expertise. PU-AMI’s activities span from emergency to post-crisis / development support and our programs are designed and developed in strong partnership with national / regional authorities, communities and the civil society.
PU-AMI has received grant for the implementation of humanitarian action in Lebanon from EuropeAID (“Water Infrastructures construction for rural community in Akkar district”) and intends to apply a portion of that grant to payments under this contract. Candidates are asked to submit their offer with prices in the attached Bill of Quantity (BoQ) for the different part of the works that will be implemented for PU-AMI activities as detailed in description below. Candidates have to complete their financial offer in Part 5.
[bookmark: _GoBack]General Conditions:
1. The contractor is advised to do a site visit with the contracting authorities (representative of PU-AMI) before to submit his offer in order to take in consideration the nature of the site, the access, the working area...
1. The contractor is in charge to provide and install all safety equipment needed to ensure a safe working area for his workers and the people living around. PU-AMI will be able to stop the work without any compensation until the safety items are provided and/or installed. These safety items can include (not exhaustive list): warning tape, fences, helmet, safety shoes, safety boots, gloves…
1. The contractor will not be allowed to hire workers under 18 years old.
1. The contractor will manage to provide all equipment, electricity and water needed to implement the work. 
1. The contractor will have to provide with his offer the list of the persons that will be working at site level, especially for the supervisors. 
1. The contractor will have to provide a bank account statement and a bank check equal to 5% of his total offer. 
1. The contractor is responsible to provide the necessary manpower: site engineers, foreman, skilled and unskilled workers to insure proper implementation of the works and is also responsible in means of fees, security and availability.
1. The contractor is responsible to supply any materials, equipment, tools required for the implementation of the works. 
1. PU-AMI will do the handover of the works after the engineering firm (contracted by PU-AMI) validation.


Work Description:
Premiere Urgence – Aide Medicale Internationale (PU-AMI) in Lebanon invites sealed tenders from eligible tenderers for the construction and completion of following works:

· Construction of water well of a total depth of 600 meters, to be drilled “by Rotary Method only” as follows:
· From 0 to 20 m with a diameter of 22 inches bit.
· From 20 to 200m with a diameter of 17.5 inches bit.
· From 200 to the depth of 400 m or 450 m with a diameter of 14.75 inches bit.
· From 400 to the total depth of 600 m with a diameter of 12.5 inches bit.
· Casing and screening the drilled well, as follows:
· Procurement and installation of casing tubes of 18 inches diameter from 0 to 20m – t = 5mm
· Procurement and installation of casing tubes of 15.5 inches diameter from 0 to 200 m, 50 meters of which shall be torch-cut screen.
· Procurement and installation of casing tubes of 12.5 inches diameter over a length of 400 m in the interval of 0 to 250 m.
· Procurement and installation of screens of 12.5 inches diameter over a length of 50 m in the interval of 350 to 400 m.
· Procurement and installation of casing tubes of 10 inches diameter over a length of 500 m in the interval of 0 to 500 m, 50 m of which shall be torch-cut screen.
· Procurement and installation of screens of 10 inches diameter over a length of 100 m in the interval of 500 to 600 m.
The bidders are obliged to comply with all conditions mentioned hereafter, these conditions constitute an integral part of the contract signed by the selected contractor

Bids submitted for separate sections only or bids which are incomplete will not be considered.

The purpose of the evaluation process is to identify the candidate most likely to enable PU-AMI to achieve its objective of implementing the works that meet the requisite quality criteria and are within the budget available.
PU-AMI is not bound to accept the lowest bid. PU-AMI will not consider complaint or objections about the supplier selected by the Contract Committee.

The evaluation committee will evaluate the offers based on:
Financial criteria: global cost of the offer and consistency of the prices in comparison with current market prices. 
Administrative criteria: quality of the documents provided by the Candidate in terms of presentation, exactitude and information detail. 
Technical criteria: Assessment of quality of the intended works and time of implementation
Experience: evaluation of the list of similar project implemented by the contractor during the last 10 years. 
[bookmark: _Toc454542421]Rules on nationality and origin 
The procurement and the participation in the award of procurement contracts shall respect the following rules:
Rules of nationality: 
· Participation in the award of procurement contracts is open to: 
· International Organizations and
· all natural persons who are nationals of, and legal persons that are effectively established in, an eligible country
Rules of origin:
· All supplies shall originate from an eligible country as defined above.  
The bids for this tender will only be accepted if the 2 rules explained below can be assured. The evidence required to assure the nationality and the origin must be included in the tender submission and may include: 
· Origin certificate of the products 
Suppliers whose products do not meet these standards are not acceptable to and shall not be considered.  
Note: Compliance of the bid to all Technical and Service Requirements must be demonstrated in the response.

Candidates should quote prices in the financial offer in US Dollars.
All payments will be done in US Dollars through check or bank transfer, at the discretion of PU-AMI 2 weeks after delivery with the possibility of delaying the payment up to 30 days after delivery (But this delay should not be done for two consecutive months).
Payment will be made in several instalments according to the implemented quantities and validation of the works by PU-AMI and/or his representative (engineering local firm).
Payment will be corresponding to the quantities implemented: the payment will be due along with the provision of all documentation and test required: implementation plan and PU-AMI representative approval and certification of conformity, or any equivalent documents.
The candidates will have to measure the quantities implemented in the field with PU-AMI representatives before each invoices. 
Each payment will be approved after the validation of the provisional acceptance of the works by PU-AMI. The last payment will be approved after validation of the final acceptance of the works which will occur 6 months after the end of the implementation of the works.

 GENERALS CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY AND EXCLUSION

[bookmark: _Toc454542426]FRAUD, CORRUPTION, COLLUSIVE AND COERCIVE PRACTICES: 

PU-AMI may reject any proposal, offer or terminate the contract if it is determined that the tenderer has been engaged in one or several practices listed below:
· Corrupt practice is defined, as is the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the activities of PU-AMI; 
· Fraudulent practice is any act or omission, including a misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, PU-AMI to obtain a financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation; 
· Collusive practice is an undisclosed arrangement between two or more tenderers or Candidates designed to artificially alter the results of the tender procedure to obtain a financial or other benefit; 
· Coercive practice is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, any participant in the tender process to influence improperly its activities. 

[bookmark: _Toc454542427]NON EXPLOITATION OF CHILDREN: 

PU-AMI, as expressed in its charter and internal regulations, fully agrees with the convention on children rights and would like to draw the attention of its potential suppliers by stipulating that a child must be protected from all work that could complicate his school attendance, or have bad effects on his health, his blooming, as well as his social development.

It is clearly stated to the selected supplier that children under 18 are not allowed to work for the implementation of the present contract. Access to any of the sites used for the implementation of this contract is strictly forbidden to the children under 18

[bookmark: _Toc454542428]INELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Candidates, tenderers, or applicants will be excluded from participation in procurement procedures if:
· They are bankrupt or being wound up, are having their affairs administered by the courts, have entered into an arrangement with creditors, have suspended business activities, are the subject of proceedings concerning those matters, or are in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national legislation or regulations;
· They have been convicted of an offence concerning their professional conduct by a judgment which has the force of res judicata; (i.e. against which no appeal is possible);
· They have been guilty of grave professional misconduct proven by any means that PU-AMI can justify;
· They have not fulfilled obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are established or with those of the country of PU-AMI or those of the country where the contract is to be performed;
· They have been the subject of a judgment, which has the force of res judicata for fraud, corruption, and involvement in a criminal organization or any other illegal activity detrimental to the donor countries' financial interests;
· They are currently subject to an administrative penalty;
· They have been declared to be in serious breach of contract for failure to comply with its contractual obligations subsequent to another procurement procedure or tender award procedure;
· They are guilty of misrepresentation in supplying the information required by PU-AMI as a condition of participation in the tender award procedure or has supplied this information.
PU-AMI will only accept, bids / offers from the Candidate, tenderer, or applicant that is not in one of the situations above described. The Candidate or tenderer declares to be fully committed to respect and apply the above-mentioned principles. He allows monitoring teams from PU-AMI to undertake any control or audit related to its ethical standards without obstacle.
