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Project Background

Lebanon is struggling to cope with
multiple crisis affecting the deteriorating
humanitarian situation. The country is facing
unstable political challenges, an economic and
financial crisisand the COVID-19 pandemic,
all of which have resulted in significant human
and financial losses. Refugees in the
Palestinian camps are particularly vulnerable
of contracting COVID-19 and other infectious
diseases due to overcrowded living conditions,
poor access to basic services, and poor hygiene
and COVID-19 precautionary practices.
Additionally, Palestinian’s limited access to
income prevents them from covering the
additional expenses related to the COVID-19
preventive material, putting them at a higher
risk of contracting disease. Positive personal
and environmental hygiene behaviors, in
conjunction with compliance with additional
COVID-19 precaution practices, such as mask
wearing and social distancing, are crucial for
preventing the spread of COVID-19, and
similar infectious diseases, and reducing the
financial burdens of poor health on
households. For this reason, Anera’s is
launching a “Community-Based Sanitation
and Hygiene Promotion Project III” in Ein El
Helwe, Burj el Barajneh, Mar Elias, Nahr
El Bared, Beddawi camps which aims to
