Empowering women and strengthening the resilience of vulnerable rural and
urban communities in South Lebanon and Beirut is a three-year program
implemented by a consortium of 3 NGOs, Justice without Frontiers, SHEILD,
and JAFRA, led by Welthungerhilfe (WHH) and funded by the German Feder
Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ). This program
aims to strengthen women's livelihoods and increase the resilience of
vulnerable communities engaged in smallholder and subsistence agriculture.
Justice without Frontiers’ role in this program is to ensure that gender equality
is mainstreamed into all project activities, provide tailored training for women
in leadership skills and business development, provide legal support, and
conduct gender analysis.

The target group of this activity are households selected from 8 locations in the
south of Lebanon and representing the Lebanese host community and Syrian
refugee families

day training 5 hours per day , starting April 2024 for 12 different groups of
beneficiaries per year, South Lebanon, and Nabatiyeh Governorates..
