It cooperates on the ground with other NGOs and local authorities through Social Development Centers. 
Objectives

· Conduct a thorough assessment of the Juvenile thematic during COVID 19. 

The Findings of the study would allow MS and other active stakeholders understand prisoners’ situation, chiefly the risks they endured in time of COVID, their personal experiences in this respect, and the coping mechanisms they opted for inside the prison. A detailed action plan that addresses all intervention gaps/ barriers would be drafted upon completion of data collection.  

This activity will be implemented through a participatory approach, prioritizing newly released children and their caregivers who will be participating via several FGDs (up to 5) or/and    individual sessions (up to 12) depending on their availability and aspirations. 

All relevant stakeholders would be approached and invited to partake in the assessment 

· Facilitate  2 round tables, as follows:

RT1 would encompass representatives from NGOs ꟷ working directly with juveniles in conflict with the law ꟷ detention centers, police stations, and Roumieh prison. 

RT2 would implicate high-level stakeholders (e.g. reps from UN agencies and ministries, judges, etc.) who would discuss plausible intervention schemes and settle upon their viability. 

By the end, lessons learned, best practices and hands-on recommendations would positively inform MS’ future interventions in this domain. Exactly, MS’ successive initiatives would ultimately materialize into an action plan that is catered to the best interest of incarcerated juveniles, and a national report that would guide MS’ and other partners’ footsteps for the year ahead.
